Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
May the joy of Easter surround the whole of your life! 
 
In the early morning, while still dark, the women who watched where Jesus had been laid came to the tomb.  
Instead of a dead body, they found and discovered the joy of the empty tomb made bright with promise and 
resurrection.  The “Good News” that Jesus is raised has been proclaimed down through the ages to our very 
ears.

Congratulations Father Tarantino! 
Most Reverend George Niederauer, Archbishop of San Francisco announced last week that  
Rev. James T. Tarantino has been appointed to the position of Vicar for Administration and Modera-
tor of the Curia upon the retirement of Msgr. Harry Schlitt on July 1, 2010.  Father Tarantino will be 
on sabbatical from July 1, 2009 to Dec. 31, 2009 and will be transitioning to his new position  while  
remaining as pastor of St. Hilary Parish until June 30, 2010.  



 

On April 22, 2001, His Holiness John Paul II, in response 
to the wishes of the Christian faithful, declared that “the 
Second Sunday of Easter henceforth throughout the 
Church will also be called Divine Mercy Sunday.” The 
desire for this celebration was expressed by Our Lord to 
St. Faustina, and can be found in her Diary: 

 ....My daughter, tell the whole world about My in-
conceivable mercy. I desire that the Feast of Mercy be a 
refuge and shelter for all souls, and especially for the poor 
sinners. On that day the very depths of My tender mercy are 
open. I pour out a whole ocean of graces upon those souls 
who approach the fount of My mercy. The soul that will go 
to Confession,* and receive Holy Communion [within 8 
days before or after “Mercy Sunday”]** shall obtain com-
plete forgiveness of sins and punishment.  On that day are 
open all the divine floodgates through which graces flow. 
Let no soul fear to draw near to Me, even though its sins be 
as scarlet. My mercy is so great that no mind, be it of man 
or of angel, will be able to fathom it throughout all eternity.  
Everything that exists has come forth from the very depths 
of My most tender mercy. Every soul in its relation to Me 
will contemplate My love and mercy throughout eternity. 

 The Feast of Mercy emerged from My very depths of tenderness. It is My desire that it 
be solemnly celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter. Mankind will not have peace until it 
turns to the Fount of My Mercy (Diary 600). 
*Confession within a reasonable time before the Feast is sufficient. One must be in the state 
of grace to receive the extraordinary grace promised by our Lord.
