Dear friends, 

 

We all know the famous and painfully accurate saying:  ñyou canôt take it with you.ò  

 

Yet sometimes, for some of us, on our worst days, when we lose track of reality, this is surprising news ð as 

todayôs Bible passages so vividly remind us. No matter what our parents and godparents have drilled into us 

since childhood, and in spite of the solid Catholic education we received from our teachers, catechists, and 

relatives, we may get led astray by flashy things that are passing, and may even become addicted to them. 

 

Qoheleth sadly points out that far too many people spend their entire lives trying to pile up possessions, power, 

wealth, prestige, honors and property ð and in doing so make their lives a pursuit of things that are not  

important to God, and things we must (in any case!) leave behind when death comes calling.  How much  

better, Qoheleth implies, to spend our lives piling up things that really count in the eyes of God, things that our 

loved ones can speak of with great joy, pride, awe and gratitude when our funeral is celebrated:  compassion,  

a giving and forgiving nature, a history of helping those around us in need of a kind heart or a generous soul, 

valuable time spent with our children and parents, and time donated to make the lives of even complete  

strangers richer and more God-touched? 

 

If you are anything like me, you probably worry about the future, having enough to get by on, how to afford 

retirement,  having a decent place to live when we grow old.  Most of us have a natural concern about making 

ends meet, putting aside enough money for medical costs and medications, and making sure we are responsible 

about taking care of our needs so we wonôt be a burden on society. 

 

However, the danger lies in making the pursuit of ñstuffò an idol that takes the place of God.  Such idolatry is 

very seductive, especially when there are so many gadgets coming out that one simply must have, so many 

new products that will make us look young and our hair look mega-fluffy, and so on. 

 

We all know this has nothing to do with being rich, poor, or middle class.  Many wealthy people have a most 

healthy sense of detachment, focusing on their community, their family, and causes they believe in, rather than 

worshipping their own wealth. Some parishioners who are most active in the Saint Vincent de Paul Society in 

our Catholic parishes have loads of money, and they choose to use their own wealth, time and energy to help 

those who have nothing. In a similar way, many poor people are amazingly generous, even giving to others out 

of their own want, simply because their hearts have been touched by Jesus, and they themselves know all too 

well what it means to go without!  One priest in our archdiocese was a very successful businessman in the field 

of finance, and then felt Godôs call to serve in the ordained ministry: he now lives a simple priestly life in a  

rectory, daily ministering to the people of God ð and refusing to accept any salary for his work. 

 

However, the opposite reality is also found in both camps:  rich and 

poor alike who choose to be selfish rather than selfless; stingy rather 

than saintly; bitter rather than better.  Jesus asks us to choose our 

path, and to choose wisely!
